Why regulate Short Term Rentals

The City of North Bay regulates short-term rentals (STRs) to protect long-term housing availability, protect
health & safety and limit neighbourhood incompatibility issues. To operate a STR in North Bay, you must
have a STR licence and comply with operating requirements. A Short-Term Rental is defined as all or part
of a dwelling unit used for accommodations for a period of less than 28 consecutive days in exchange for
payment.
