Notice of this By-law shall be given by the Clerk in the manner and form and to the

persons prescribed by Section 4 of 0. Reg. 199196.

Where no notice of appeal is filed with the Clerk of The Corporation of the City of

North Bay within twenty (20) days after the day that the giving of written notice as

required by the Act is completed, then this By-law shall be deemed to have come into

force on the day it was passed.

Where one or more notices of appeal are filed with the Clerk of The Corporation of

the City of North Bay within twenty (20) days after the day that the giving of written

notice as required by the Act is completed, setting out the objection to the By-law and

the reasons in support of the objection, then this By-law shall not come into force

- one (1) apartment unit shall be permitted for essential worker,

owner/operator or caretaker provided that the said unit is located within

the main building.

(M5 Sp.45)” shall conform to all other regulations of this By-law, except as

hereby expressly varied.”
