A BY-LAW To AMEND ZONING BY-LAW NO. 28-80 
T O  REZONE CERTAIN LANDS ON LAIU3SI-IORE 
DRIVE FROM A "RESIDENTIAL THIRD DENSITY 
(R3)" ZONE TO A "I-IIGIlWAY CONIMERCIAL 
SPECIAL ZONE NO. 64 (C6 S1'.64)" 
(GIB13/LOWE - LAI<ESIlOliE DRIVE) 

WHEREAS the owncr of the subjcct propcrty has initiated an amcndment to the Zoning By-law; 

AND \.VI-IEREAS the Council of  Thc Corporation of thc City of North Bay has ensurcd that 
adcquatc information has bccn nladc available to the public, and has hcld a t  least onc public mccting 
after due notice for the p t q o s c  of inrorming thc public of this By-law; 

AND WIIEREAS it is dcemcd dcsirablc to amend the zone designation shown on Schcdule "B-70" 
of By-law No. 25-50 pursuant to Section 34 of thc Planning Act R.S.O. 1990, as amended. 

1) Schcdulc "B-70" of By-law No. 2s-SO is amcntlcd by changing thc zoning dcsignation of thc 

propcrty shown on Schcdulc "A" attached hcrcto (which propcrty is more particularly 

dcscribed as Plan M-210, PI. Lot 33, Rcm. Pcl. 3513 LV&F, Plan M-210, Part Lot 34, Rem. 

Pcl. 2976 W&F, P lan  M-210, Pt. Lot 34) in the City ol'Nortl1 Bay, shown as hatchcd on 

Schcdules "13" and "C" :mchcd hcreto from a "Residential Third Density (R3)" 

zonc to a "tlighway Commcrcial Spccial Zonc No. 64 (C6 Sp.64)". 

2) Scction 11 of By-law No. 2s-SO is amcndcd by inserting at the cnd thcrcof thc following 

Scction 1 1.3.64: 

"1 1.3.64 "I-lighway Commcrcial Spccial Zonc No. 64 (C6 Sp.64)" 

11.3.64.1 Thc propcrty description of this "Highway Commcrcial Spccial Zone No. 64 

(C6 Sp.64)" is Plan M-210, Pt. Lot 33, Rcm. Pcl. 3S13 W&F, Plan M-210, 

Part Lot 34, Rcm. Pcl. 2976 WSIF, Plan PI-210, Pt. Lot 34 along Lakcshore 

Drivc i n  the City of North Bay as shown 011 the attachcd Schcdulcs and 011 

1 1.3.64.2(a) No person shall LISC land, or usc, crcct, or construct any building or structure 

i n  this "I-Iiglnvay Commcrcial Spccial Zonc No. 64 (C6 Sp.64)" ctccpt for 

thc following LISCS: 
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automobile salcs showrooms; 

automobile service establishments including car wash establishments; 

automobile service stations and gas bars; 

banks and financial services; 

bed and breakfast establishments; 

clubs; 

farmers markets; 

flea markets; 

hotels, motels, restaurants and taverns; 

new and/or used car lots; 

personal services establishments; 

places of entertainment; 

places of worship; 

public or privatc garages; 

recreational vehicle salcs and service; 

repair garages; 

retail lumber and building supplies; 

vcgctnble or fruit markct, and 

one (1 )  dwelling unit for a rcsident-owner either as part of the main 

building or detached. 

11.3.64.3 The use of land or building i n  this “Highway Conllnercial Special Zone No. 

64 (C6 Sp.64)” shall conform lo all other rcgulations of this By-law, except 

as Ilercby expressly varied.” 

3) Section 11 of By-law No. 28-SO is further amended by inserting “Highway Commercial 

Special Zone No. 64 (CG Sp.64)” as shown on Schedule “C” to this By-law. 

4) a) Notice of this By-law shall be given by the Clerk in the manner and form and to the 

persons prescribed by Scction 4 of 0. Reg. 199/96 as amended. 
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b) Where no notice of appeal is filed with the Clerk of The Corporation of the City of 

North Bay within twenty (20) days after thc day that the giving of written notice as 

required by the Act is completcd, then this By-law shall be deetned to have come into 

rorcc on the day it \vas passed. 

c) Where one or morc notices of appeal are filed with the Clerk of The Corporation of 

the City of North Bay within twenty (20) days after thc day that the giving of written 

notice as required by the Act is completed, setting out the objection to the By-law and 

the reasons i n  support of the objection, then this By-law shall not come into force 

u n t i l  all appeals have been finally disposed of, whereupon the By-law shall be 

deemed to have come into force on the day it was passed.
