A BY-LAW OF THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF NORTH BAY
TO APPOINT MUNICIPAL LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS

AS AUTHORIZED UNDER THE PROVISIONS OF THE POLICE SERVICES ACT

WHEREAS, pursuant to section 15 of the Police Sewices  Act, the Council may appoint one or
more persons to enforce the by-laws of the municipality, who shall be peace officers for the
purpose of enforcing the by-laws of the municipality;

AND WHEREAS it is deemed desirable to vest the building inspectors with the authority and
legislative protection of peace officers for such purposes.

NOW THEREFORE THE COUNCIL OF THE CORPORATION OF THE CITY OF
NORTH BAY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:
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Brian Joseph Horsman is hereby appointed as a Municipal Law Enforcement Officer to
enforce the by-laws of the City of North Bay for so long as he continues to be employed
by the City of North Bay in the capacity of Chief Building Official.

David Vossos is hereby appointed as a Municipal Law Enforcement Officer to enforce
the by-laws of the City of North Bay for so long as he continues to be employed by the
City of North Bay in the capacity of Chief Plans Examiner.

John C. Foote is hereby appointed as a Municipal Law Enforcement Officer to enforce
the by-laws of the City of North Bay for so long as he continues to be employed by the
City of North Bay in the capacity of Building Inspector.

Jouko Suoniemi is hereby appointed as a Municipal Law Enforcement Officer to enforce
the by-laws of the City of North Bay for so long as he continues to be employed by the
City of North Bay in the capacity of Building Inspector.

Shawn Killins  is hereby appointed as a Municipal Law Enforcement Officer to enforce
the by-laws of the City of North Bay for so long as he continues to be employed by the
City of North Bay in the capacity of Building Inspector.

Dennis Jackson is hereby appointed as a Municipal Law Enforcement Officer to enforce
the by-laws of the City of North Bay for so long as he continues to be employed by the
City of North Bay in the capacity of Building Inspector.
