2. THAT said By-law #779 be further amended by
adding thereto the following as Section 35 and Section 36.

(1) No person shall park any wehicle for the
purpose of sale, repairs or washing on any street within the
City of North Bay. ,

(2) washing of vehicles upon any eity Street
is strictly prohibited.

+ {3) No car shall be parked on either side of
McIntyre Street between Ferguson Street and One Hundred and
Thirty-two (132) Feet Westerly. ,
