AND WHEREAS the General Chairperson’s Association plan will create
economic opportunities and thousands of new jobs in Ontario’s North
by connecting the valuable Ring of Fire mineral deposits with a new
rail line;
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AND WHEREAS a new Ports Authority proposed in the New Deal to
operate ONTC’s assets and build the Ring of Fire line is the optimal
framework to ensure the enterprise is viable and sustainable;

AND WHEREAS numerous key stakeholders including ONTC employees,
First Nations communities, mining and other business interests actively
support the New Deal;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the North Bay City Council strongly
supports the proposed New Deal for Ontario Northland Transportation
Commission and encourages all levels of government and other
stakeholders to work cooperatively to ensure it is implemented
expeditiously and successfully.
